Akademski forum je vseuniverzitetni seminar,
namenjen preucevanju najbolj aktualnih
druzbenih tem na podrocju delovanja Nove
Univerze, ki zajema pravo, upravo,
mednarodne in slovenske Studije.

Akademski forum se bo kot Evropski
akademski forum v naslednjih dveh letih izvajal
v okviru Jean Monnet katedre, projekta, ki ga
kot del programa Erasmus+ so-financira
Evropska komisija.

Predmet ostaja vseuniverzitetni seminar, ki pa
bo v akademskem letu 2023/24 namenjen
preucevanju problematike pluralizma v
Evropski uniji. Ustanovljen bo torej Evropski
akademski forum.

Delo bo organizirano tako, da bodo v 10 letnih
srecanjih nastopili akademiki, predstavniki
stroke, civilne druZbe in tuji gostujoci govorci,
ki bodo iskali odgovore na vprasanja
vecplastne problematike zatona pluralizma v
EU.

Na temo njihovega bodo studenti morali
napisati najmanj 7 odzivnih esejev v obsegu
vsaj 2000 besed, ali pa kon¢no seminarsko
nalogo v obsegu 30 strani.

Odzivne eseje se odda neposredno v e-udilnici,
v za to namenjenemu zavihku v okviru
posameznega modula.

Cilj predmeta je, da Studenti razvijejo
zmoznost samostojnega razmisljanja in
razvijanja kriti¢nih akademskih argumentov o
vecplastni problematiki pluralizma v Evropski
uniji.

The Academic Forum is a university-wide
seminar dedicated to the study of the most
topical social issues in the field of the New
University, covering law, administration,
international and Slovenian studies.

As the European Academic Forum, the
Academic Forum will be implemented over the
next two years in the framework of the Jean
Monnet Chair, a project co-funded by the
European Commission as part of the Erasmus+
programme.

The course will remain a university-wide
seminar, but in the academic year 2023/24 it
will be devoted to the study of pluralism in the
European Union. A European Academic Forum
will therefore be set up.

The work will be organised in 10 annual
meetings bringing together academics,
representatives of the profession, civil society
and foreign guest speakers to seek answers to
the multi-faceted issues of the decline of
pluralism in the EU.

Students will be required to write a minimum of
7 response essays of at least 2000 words on
their topic, or a final seminar paper of 30 pages.

The response essays are to be submitted
directly in the e-classroom, in a dedicated tab
within each module.

The aim of the course is for students to develop
the ability to think independently and to
develop critical academic arguments on the
multi-faceted issue of pluralism in the European
Union.
