- the history of emigration from the Slovene
ethnic territory and the formation of Slovene
emigrant communities;

- dynamics and changes in Slovenian
communities outside Slovenia over time;

- modern emigration from Slovenia, how to
move from brain drain to the concept of brain
circulation;

- the legal and actual attitude of the Republic of
Slovenia towards Slovenes outside its borders;
- development possibilities of scientific
cooperation between the Republic of Slovenia
and compatriots living Slovenia;

- development possibilities of economic
cooperation between the Republic of Slovenia
and compatriots living outside Slovenia;

- minorities and diasporas as actors for greater
globalization of Slovenia

- minorities and diasporas as a “soft power” of
Slovenia (specially in foreign policy);

- preservation of the Slovene language and
culture among Slovenes in the neighbouring
countries and around the world;

- the future of Slovenian minority and diaspora
communities;

- examples of successful Slovenes around the
world.
