At the same time the territory
of Slovenia is characterized by different
biogeographic elements.

With this concept we understand the goods
inherited from the past, which we define as a
reflection and an expression of our values,
identities, ethnicity, religious and other beliefs,
knowledge and traditions. We differentiate tangible
and intangible cultural heritage, the tangible is
further divided into immovable and movable
heritage and book collections.

Reference nosilca / Lecturer's references:

Darko Darovec je redni profesor za zgodovino (od 2009). Njegovo raziskovalno delo temelji na
neobjavljenih primarnih arhivskih virih, ki jih hranijo v arhivih in knjiznicah v Kopru, Piranu,
Benetkah, Ljubljani, Trstu, na Dunaju, Reki in Pazinu. Na podlagi svojih raziskav je v zadnjih letih
predstavil kompleksno podobo obmejnih problematik in strukturo sporov in kriz v jadranski regiji
(npr. knjiga Kratka zgodovina Istre, ki je bila tudi ponatisnjena in prevedena v angleski, hrvaski in
italijanski jezik). Ima dolgoletne izkusnje na podrocju socialne, gospodarske in kulturne zgodovine
Istre in Severnojadranske regije v ¢asu srednjega veka in Se posebej v zgodnjem novoveskem
obdobiju, ki predstavljajo osnovo njegovega raziskovalnega dela na podlagi raziskav razlicnih virov in
literature, objavljenih v jadranski regiji in drugod. Njegova glavna raziskovalna podrocja so:
srednjeveska in novoveska zgodovina Istre, Slovenije in Sredozemlja, s posebnim poudarkom na
pravni zgodovini, zgodovini kulture, druzbe in gospodarstva ter kulturne dedisc¢ine.

Darko Darovec is Full Professor of history (from 2009). His research work is based on large amounts
of unpublished primary archival sources, preserved in archives and libraries in Koper, Piran, Venice,
Ljubljana, Trieste, Vienna, Rijeka and Pazin. On the basis of his research over the last few years he
presented the complex image of the borderland issues and the structure of conflicts and crises in
the Adriatic region (f. e. the book A Brief history of Istra, which was also reprinted and translated
into languages: English, Croatian, Italian). Long-term experience in the fields of social, economic and
cultural history of Istria and Northern-Adriatic region during the Middle Ages and especially in early
modern period present the basis of his work which is also influenced by his studies of different
sources and literature published within the Adriatic region and elsewhere. His main field of
research are: medieval and modern history of Istria, Slovenia and Mediterranean, with a special
emphasis on law history, history of culture, society and economy and the cultural heritage.

Prof. dr. Lovrenc Lipej je zaposlen na Morski bioloski postaji Nacionalnega inStituta za biologijo v
Piranu. Vodil je veliko razli¢cnih projektov, od tistih, povezanih z evropsko vodno direktivo (2005-
2006), do raznih aplikativnih in naravovarstvenih projektov raziskav morske biodiverzitete. Objavil je
pribliZno 120 znanstvenih prispevkov, med drugim tudi nekatere strokovne in znanstvene
monografije. Je prvi avtor desetih znanstvenih monografij. Ukvarja se z raziskovanjem morske
biodiverzitete s posebnim povdarkom na obreZno ribjo zdruzbo, pri ¢emer uporablja nedestruktivne
podvodne metode vzorlenja. Njegova oZja specialnost je raziskovanje procesov bioinvazije in
tropikalizacije. Je redni profesor za ekologijo in predava na univerzah v Mariboru, Ljubljani in Kopru,
ob&asno pa tudi v Novi Gorici. Ze ve€ kot 25 let ureja znanstveno revijo Annales za istrske in
mediteranske Studije, Series Historia Naturalis. S kolegi je prejel priznanje Prometej znanosti za leto
2016.

Prof. Dr. Lovrenc Lipej is employed at the Marine Biological Station of the National Institute of
Biology in Piran. He has led many different projects, from those related to the European Water




Directive (2005-2006) to various applied marine biodiversity and nature conservation research
projects. He has published around 120 scientific papers, including some professional and scientific
monographs. He is the first author of ten scientific monographs. He is involved in marine
biodiversity research with a special focus on the coastal fish community, using non-destructive
underwater sampling methods. He is specialised in the bioinvasion and tropicalisation processes. He
is a full professor of ecology and gives lectures at the universities of Maribor, Ljubljana and Koper,
and occasionally nova Gorica. For more than 25 years, he has been the editor of the Annales
Journal, the Annals for Istrian and Mediterranean Studies, Series Historia Naturalis. In 2016 he and
his collegues were granted the Prometheus Science Award.
