Vsebina:

Pri predmetu bodo Studentke in Studenti
spoznavali fenomen mnozi¢nih medijev.
Najprej zgodovinski pregled njihovega nastanka
in njihovih modifikacij skozi ¢as. V dialoskem
procesu bomo obravnavali posamezne Zanre,
sledili razli¢nim oblikam cenzure, izpostavljali
svobodo pisanja glede na histori¢ne kontekste
ter tematizirali formiranje podrocij vednosti.
Tekom predavanj bodo pridobivali znanja iz
kriticne analize diskurza, semantike in
pragmatike. Na prakti¢ni ravni se bodo soocali z
modernimi pojmi, kot so lazne novice,

Content (Syllabus outline):

In this course, students will learn about the
phenomenon of mass media. First, a historical
overview of their creation and their modifications
over time. In a dialogical process, we will look at the
different genres, trace the different forms of
censorship, highlight the freedom of writing in
relation to historical contexts, and thematise the
formation of fields of knowledge. In the course of
the lectures, students will acquire knowledge in
critical discourse analysis, semantics and
pragmatics. On a practical level, they will be
confronted with modern concepts such as fake

Pri predmetu se bodo Studenti seznanili tudi s
profesijo novinarstva, ki jo bodo obravnavali v
paralelah z literaturo, zgodovino in sociologijo.
Temu bo sledila tematizacija konceptov
dogodka in psevdodogodka. Vsebina bo podana
v naslednjih glavnih sklopih: 1. Zgodovina
mnozi¢nih medijev; 2. Poklic novinarja; 3.
Pomen humanistike v Zurnalizmu; 3. Svoboda
govora, cenzura, samocenzura, cenzura
misljenja; 4. Medijsko fabriciranje dogodkov; 5.
Nova medijska realnost kot dominantna oblika
formiranja splosnih idej in vrednot; 6.
Preiskovalno, angaZirano novinarstvo in
objektivno novinarstvo

news, citizen journalism, media literacy, which will
be the object of cognitive insights through
fundamental questions: what it means to know,
what is thinking, what is reflection. From there we
move into theories of communication and media
studies.

The course will also introduce students to the
profession of journalism, which they will consider in
parallels with literature, history and sociology. This
will be followed by a thematisation of the concepts
of event and pseudo-event. The content will be
presented in the following main sections: 1. History
of mass media; 2. Profession of journalism; 3. The
importance of humanities in journalism; 3. Freedom
of speech, censorship, self-censorship, censorship
of thought; 4. Media fabrication of events; 5. New
media reality as a dominant form of formation of
general ideas and values; 6. Investigative, engaged
and objective journalism.

Cilji in kompetence:

Objectives and competences:

Predmet je namenjen teoretski utemeljitvi in
prakti¢ni ponazoritvi delovanja mnozi¢nih
medijev s ciljem prenesti na Studente znanja in
kapacitete kriti¢ne percepcije mnozi¢nih
medijev. Poleg podajanja temeljnih znanj iz
teorije in zgodovine medijev je osredniji cilj
predmeta razumevanje medijev v razmerju do
sodobne druzbe. Studentke in $tudente Zelimo
spodbuditi k razmisljanju o vlogi medijev v
druzbi, okrepiti njihovo kriti¢no refleksijo

The course aims at the theoretical justification and
practical illustration of the functioning of mass
media with the aim of transferring to students the
knowledge and capacities of critical perception of
mass media. In addition to providing a basic
knowledge of media theory and history, the central
aim of the course is to understand the media in
relation to contemporary society. We aim to
encourage students to reflect on the role of media
in society, to enhance their critical reflection on

Predmet bo dal Studentom in
Studentkam koherentno temeljno znanje s
podrocja teorije novih medijev in usposobljenost
za uporabo pri komunikaciji sporocil ter kriticni
analizi primerov.

Students will observe and
analyse examples of the functioning of mass media
as key means of communication and message
delivery. They will learn about the dimensions of
the media's impact on all segments of individual
and societal life. They will strengthen their ability
to identify the cognitive and ethical dimensions of
problems arising in media practice. They will be
trained in the conceptual apparatus with which to
think about and analyse media content. The course
will provide students with a coherent foundational
knowledge of new media theory and the skills to
apply it to the communication of messages and the
critical analysis of cases.
