Nation states have been established by
competition of economic, military,
national, religious, tribal authorities; in
most cases due to weakening of cultural,
economic or political power of (colonial)
empires and other international
alliances (Austria-Hungary, British
Empire, France, Yugoslavia, Ottoman
Empire, Russia, Soviet Union).
Establishment of new states is by
definition accompanied by crises,
resistance movements, international
congresses and conferences, contracts,
resolutions, revolutions, wars...
Historically, Slovenes have progressed
from the status that various authors
(Cankar, Kardelj, Kocbek, Preseren,
Vidmar...) have described as servile,
dependent, problematic, questionable,
in one word, inferior; to the position of a
free, sovereign, independent nation.
Important milestones of this progress
were two programs with the same name
but different dates: May Declaration
1917 and May Declaration 1989.

1989), War for Slovenia (1991).
