Content (Syllabus outline):




Studentje bodo na predavanjih pridobili splono
znanje na magistrski ravni s podrocja slovenske
snovne in nesnovne kulturne dedisc¢ine, ki izvira
od antike do danes, s so¢asno umestitvijo v
mednarodni kontekst. Poseben poudarek bo na
vidikih vrednotenja dedis¢ine, vkljucevanja
javnosti v dediscinske procese in participativnega
upravljanja.

Namen predmeta je Studente seznaniti z
druzbenim pomenom kulturne dediscine ter
poudariti njeno interdisciplinarnost in Sirok
spekter moznosti za njeno rabo in druzbeno
aktualizacijo. Predavanja so strukturirana kot
preplet humanistiénih, filozofsko druzboslovnih,
heritoloskih in pravnih vsebin, ki so na magistrski
ravni nujne za razumevanje pomena ohranjanja
kulturne dediscine kot vrednote izvornega okolja.
Studentje se bodo seznanili s teoreti¢nimi vidiki (s
heritoloskimi teorijami, z aktualnimi zakonskimi
dolocili, s predpisi in priporocili v Sloveniji) ter z
osnovnimi znanji o postopkih varovanja,
ohranjanja in oZivljanja kulturne dediscine ter z
njo povezanimi vedami (muzeologija,
hermenevtika, heritologija itd.).

Na magistrski ravni bodo predstavljene aktualne
teme s podrocja studije krajev spomina in
spominjanja ter komemoriranja dogodkov, ki so
nacin ohranjanja dedisCine in kolektivnega
spomina dolo¢enega prostora.

Studentje bodo znanje, pridobljeno na
predavanjih, prakti¢no poglobili na seminarju,
kjer se bodo ob skupinskem in individualnem delu
lotevali aktualnih regionalnih in lokalnih
problematik ohranjanja in oZivljanja dediscine.
Poglavitne teme:

- pregled nastajanja pojma dediscine od antike do
danes, s poudarkom na kulturni dediscini
prostora in prostorov spomina;

poglobljena obravnava teorije in metodologije
ukvarjanja z dediscino, vkljuéno z vplivom
druzbeno-politicnega okolja na oblikovanje
dediscine in prostorov spomina, interpretacijo in
komunikacijo dedisc¢inskih vsebin;

poglobljena obravnava izbranih poglavij s
podrocja dediséinske profesionalne etike in
dediscinskih vrednot;

natanénejSa obravnava slovenskih pravnih dolocil
in priporocil v odnosu do kulturne dediscine;

Students will gain general knowledge at the master's
level in the field of Slovenian tangible and intangible
cultural heritage, which originates from antiquity to
the present day within the international heritage
context. Special emphasis will be placed on aspects of
the heritage valuation, public inclusion and
participation processes.

The purpose of the course is to acquaint students with
the social importance of cultural heritage and
emphasize its interdisciplinary and a wide range of
possibilities for its use and social actualization. The
lectures are structured as an intertwining of
philosophical, humanities and social sciences,
heritology and legal contents, which are at the
master's level necessary for understanding the
importance of preserving cultural heritage as a value
of the living environment.

Students will get acquainted with theoretical aspects
of heritisation (heritological theories, current legal
provisions, regulations and recommendations in
Slovenia) and basic knowledge about the procedures
of protection, preservation and revitalisation of
cultural heritage and related sciences (museology,
hermeneutics, heritology, etc.).

Topics from the field of sites of the memory (lieux de
mémoire) and remembrance as well the
commemoration of events will be presented on the
master's level as a way of preserving the heritage and
collective memory of a particular area.

Students will deepen the knowledge acquired in
lectures at a seminar in practical work on group and
individual work on current regional and local issues of
heritage preservation and revitalization.

Main topics:

- An overview of the emergence of the concept of
heritage from antiquity to the present day, with an
emphasis on the cultural heritage of the place and
sites of memory;

- in-depth study of the theory and methodology of
heritisation, including the influence of the socio-
political environment on the heritage production and
sites of memory, interpretation and communication of
heritage content;

in-depth discussion of selected chapters from the field
of heritage professional ethics and heritage values;
more detailed treatment of Slovenian legal provisions
and recommendations in relation to cultural heritage;
- international legal provisions, in particular the
UNESCO conventions;

Metode poucevanja in ucenja:

Predavanja so delno po spletu, delno frontalna,
vklju€ujejo diskusijo in aktivno sodelovanje
$tudentov. Studenti pripravljajo seminarske naloge v
skupinah, kar jih usposablja za skupinsko delo in za
prenasaje znanje (na predavanjih obravnavane
problematike in koncepte) na prakticne primere,
kjer pridobljeno teoreti¢no znanje preverjajo ter
utrjujejo. Opravljene naloge predstavijo na
seminarjih, ki vklu€uje kriti¢no diskusijo. Studenti
oddajo seminarske naloge v pisni obliki. Seznanijo se
s primeri dobrih in slabih praks z ogledi, po moZnosti
se udeleZujejo konferenc in okroglih miz.

Learning and teaching methods:Lectures are held
partly online, partly frontally, and include discussion
and active students’ participation. Students prepare
essays in groups, which train them for teamwork and
for the transfer of knowledge (issues and concepts
discussed in lectures) to practical examples, where
the theoretical knowledge they have acquired is
checked and consolidated. The essays are presented
at seminars and followed by a critical discussion.
Students submit essays in writing. They get
acquainted with examples of good and bad practices
within tours, preferably attend conferences and
round tables.
