Dvajseto stoletje so — predvsem v Evropi —
oblikovali trije totalitarizmi: fasizem,
nacionalsocializem in komunizem. Glavni
spoprijem, predvsem v Evropi, je bil med
totalitarnimi strujami oz. vladami na eni strani
in demokrati¢nimi strujami oz. vladami, ki so
dopuscale drugacna mnenja, na drugi. Na
slovenskem prostoru so bili prisotni vsi trije
totalitarizmi: nacisticni Stiri leta (oz. ce
upostevamo Slovence na Koroskem sedem let),
faSizem 21. let (s Primorsko, ki je bila med
vojnama pod Italijo), komunizem pa skoraj
petdeset let. V sredis¢u predmeta je obravnava
znacilnosti totalitarizmov na slovenskih tleh, ki
pa se postavijo tudi v Sirsi evropski prostor.

Jugoslavija/Slovenija je bila do osamosvojitve,
ki je bila hkrati tudi osvoboditev v pravem
pomenu besede, totalitarna drzava.
Razlikujemo dve obdobji, prvo, obdobje
popolnega brezpravja ter najhujse fizicne in
psihi¢ne represije in drugo, ko se je oblicje
rezima iz takticnih  razlogov  nekoliko
spremenilo in je nasilje izvajalo bolj prefinjeno.

The 20th century — particularly in Europe — was
dominated by three totalitarian systems:
Fascism, Nazism, and Communism. The main
combat, particularly in Europe, was among the
totalitarian groups and governments on one
side and the democratic groups and
governments, which allow different opinions,
on the other. In Slovenia all three totalitarian
systems were present: the Nazism four years
(or considering the Slovenes in Carinthia seven
years), Fascism 21 years (because the Littoral
was under Italy between the two world wars),
Communism almost fifty years. The main part of
the lessons will deal with the characteristics of
totalitarian systems on Slovenian ground, which
in turn must be placed also into a wider
European context.

Yugoslavia/Slovenia was until its independence,
which at the same time represented liberation
in the true sense of the word, a totalitarian
state. There were two separate periods; the
first one, which was the time of complete
anarchy and the worst physical and
psychological repression, and the second one,
in which the regime for tactical reasons slightly
altered its countenance and carried out acts of
violence in a more subtle manner.
