Vsebina:

Predmet podaja pregled razvoja slovenske
umetnosti. Obravnava temeljno terminologijo
in raziskovalne metode. Zajema vse pomembne
in klju¢ne tocke razvoja slovenske umetnosti
ter podaja pregled stilov umetnosti skozi ¢as, s
posebnim poudarkom na delih, ki so
zaznamovala slovensko ozemlje in kulturno
zgodovino slovenskega naroda. Temelji na
priznani strokovni in znanstveni literaturi, ki jo
slovenska stroka na tem podrocju vrednoti
najvisje, ob tem pa ne pozablja na temeljne
dokumente te stroke, ki se uporabljajo za
dokumentacijo, analizo in Studij likovnih del.

Content (Syllabus outline):

The course provides an overview of the
development of Slovenian art. It discusses basic
terminology and research methods. It covers all
important and key points in the development of
Slovenian art and provides, with special emphasis
on the works that marked the Slovenian territory
and the cultural history of the Slovenian nation. It is
based on recognized professional and scientific
literature, which is valued the highest by the
Slovenian profession in this field, while not
forgetting the basic documents of this profession,
which are used for documentation, analysis and
study of works of art.




Predstavljeni so umetnostno-zgodovinski slogi
in razvoj svetovne in slovenske umetnosti z
znacilnostmi in ikonografijo del domacih
avtorjev ter zgodovinskim pregledom likovnih
pojavov do sodobnosti. Natanéneje, predavanja
vklju€ujejo pregled osnovnih pojmov v likovni
umetnosti in vizualnih medijih ter posameznih
podpodrodjih, kot so risanje, slikanje, kiparstvo,
grafika, arhitektura in prostorsko oblikovanje
ter sodobne umetniske prakse. Studenti so
seznanjeni z nacni obravnave in teoretske
raz€lenitve likovnega dela. Pridobijo osnovna
znanja za likovno analizo glede na vsebino in
obliko likovnega dela na slovenskih primerih.
Predviden je obisk temeljnih slovenskih
institucij, ki hranijo slovenska likovna dela in
kjer lahko na posameznih obstojecih primerih
Studenti pridobijo tudi prakti¢no izkusnjo dela
kustosov.

Art-historical styles and the development of world
and Slovenian art are presented with the
characteristics and iconography of works by local
authors and a historical overview of artistic
phenomena to the present. Specifically, the lectures
include an overview of basic concepts in fine arts
and visual media and individual subfields such as
drawing, painting, sculpture, graphics, architecture
and spatial design, and contemporary art practices.
Students are acquainted with the methodological
treatment and theoretical breakdown of the work
of art. They acquire basic knowledge for art analysis
according to the content and form of art work on
Slovenian examples. A visit to the basic Slovene
institutions that store Slovene works of art is
planned, where students can also gain practical
experience of the work of curators on individual
existing cases. Tours are planned for at least 2
institutions from the list, in groups; the student
prepares a seminar on art work selected from
collections, or by local institutions:

- museums and galleries in different Slovenian
regions:

- MSUM,

- National Gallery of Slovenia,

- a visit to the art studio of a living Slovene artist.
