The student understands the differences and
knows the specifics of research methods, as
used by various humanities, as well as some
social sciences. The student is trained for
independent assessment and the use of
different methods, depending on the research
question.

The student acquires competencies for the
preparation of a draft of research project.

The aim of the course is to train the student for
independent, creative and quality study.

The aim is to present and understand examples
of good practice.

The purpose of the course is to acquire
competencies for research knowledge
management, which will be the basis for the
student's doctoral thesis. The subject
interdisciplinary orientation is intended to
acquaint methodological research in the
humanities.

Special attention is paid to developing the
specificity of the methodology of Slovene
studies, which has philosophical as well as
historical, literary and linguistic applicability to:
- the ability to critically assess, integrate and
differentiate these theories;

- ability to interdisciplinary integration of
knowledge from various humanities disciplines;
- methodological self-reflection.
