Objectives and competences:

Studentje: - se bodo seznanili z znamenitimi
Slovenci in Slovenkami, ki so krojili slovensko
zgodovino; - na podlagi kronoloskega in
problemskega pristopa bodo spoznali in razumeli
vlogo izbranih osebnosti, ki so krojile politicni in
kulturni razvoj Slovencev od PrimoZza Trubarja do
osamosvojitve Slovenije; - spoznali pomen teh
osebnosti v mednarodnem kontekstu ter kako so
zgodovinske okolisc¢ine vplivale na njihovo
delovanije.

Students will: - get acquainted with famous Slovenes
who have shaped Slovene history; - on the basis of a
chronological and problem-based approach, they will
get to know and understand the role of selected
personalities who shaped the political and cultural
development of Slovenes from PrimoZ Trubar to
Slovenia's independence; - learn about the
importance of these personalities in the international
context and how historical circumstances have
influenced their work.

Reference nosilca / Lecturer's references:

Dimitrij Rupel je rojen leta 1946 v Ljubljani. Iz sociologije je leta 1976 doktoriral na Brandeis University v
ameriskem Bostonu. Leta 1978 je postal gostujoci profesor na kanadski Queen's University. Leta 1985 je kot
Fulbrightov Stipendist predaval na newyorski New School for Social Research, leta 1989 pa kot izredni
profesor ljubljanske FSPN nekaj mesecev gostoval na Cleveland State University. Dimitrij Rupel pise
gledaliske igre, leposlovne, esejisticne in strokovne knjige. Napisal je romane Hi kvadrat (1975), DruZinska
zveza (1977), Maks (1983), Povabljeni pozabljeni (1985), Levji delez (1989) in Predsednik ali Tako, kot je bilo
(2009). Rupel je tudi avtor naslednjih (ne-leposlovnih) knjig: Svobodne besede (1976), Besede in dejanja
(1981), Literarna sociologija (1982), Sociologija kulture in umetnosti (1986), Besede boZje in boZanske
(1987), Slovenski intelektualci (1989), Slovenske slovesnosti in vsakdanjosti (1990), Skrivnost drzave (1992),
Srecanja in razhajanja (2001), Prevzem zgodbe o uspehu (2004), Slovensko predsedovanje v ognju lastnih sil
(2009), Mednarodni poloZaj in zunanja politika (skripta 2009).

Rupel je bil med ustanovitelji Nove revije, v ¢asu odkritega spora z oblastmi zaradi 57. Stevilke (Prispevki za
slovenski nacionalni program) pa tudi njen odgovorni urednik. Leta 1989 je postal predsednik Slovenske
demokrati¢ne zveze (SDZ) in podpredsednik Demokrati¢ne opozicije Slovenije (DEMOS). Postane prvi
slovenski zunanji minister. Prizadeva si je za mednarodno priznanje Slovenije, ki je uspelo konec leta 1991.
Po volitvah leta 1992 je poslanec DZ, leta 1994 je izvoljen za ljubljanskega Zupana, leta 1997 postane
veleposlanik v ZDA. Leta 2000 se vrne v Ljubljano, kjer je zunanji minister v vladi Janeza Drnovska. Med
letoma 2004 in 2008 je bil zunanji minister v vladi Janeza Janse. Po koncu mandata je deloval v MZZ in na
generalnem konzulatu v Trstu (2012-2013). Danes pise knjige in predava na Fakulteti za drzavne in evropske
Studije (Brdo pri Kranju) in na Evropski pravni fakulteti v Novi Gorici. Je rektor Nove univerze.

prof. dr. Dimitrij Rupel

Dimitrij Rupel was born in 1946 in Ljubljana. He received his doctorate in sociology in 1976 from Brandeis
University in Boston, USA. In 1978, he became a visiting professor at Queen’s University of Canada. In 1985,
as a Fulbright Scholar, he lectured at the New York School for Social Research in New York, and in 1989, as
an associate professor at the Ljubljana FSPN, he visited Cleveland State University for a few months. Dimitrij
Rupel writes theater plays, fiction, essays and professional books. He wrote the novels Hi Square (1975),
Family Alliance (1977), Max (1983), Invited Forgotten (1985), The Lion’s Share (1989), and The President or
As It Was (2009). Rupel is also the author of the following (non-fiction) books: Svobodne besede (1976),
Besede in dejanja (1981), Literarna sociologija (1982), Sociologija kulture in umetnosti (1986), Besede boZje
in boZanske (1987), Slovenski intelektualci 1989), Slovene Ceremonies and Everyday Life (1990), The Secret
of the State (1992), Meetings and Disagreements (2001), Taking Over the Success Story (2004), The
Slovenian Presidency on Fire of Our Own Forces (2009), The International Situation and Foreign Policy

Rupel was one of the founders of Nova Revija, and at the time of the open dispute with the authorities over
the 57th issue (Contributions to the Slovenian National Program), it was also its editor-in-chief. In 1989 he
became the president of the Slovenian Democratic Union (SDZ) and vice-president of the Democratic
Opposition of Slovenia (DEMOS). He becomes the first Slovenian foreign minister. He is striving for the
international recognition of Slovenia, which succeeded at the end of 1991. After the 1992 elections, he was
a member of the National Assembly, in 1994 he was elected mayor of Ljubljana, and in 1997 he became
ambassador to the United States. In 2000, he returned to Ljubljana, where he was Foreign Minister in the
government of Janez Drnovsek. Between 2004 and 2008, he was Foreign Minister in the government of
Janez Jansa. After the end of his term, he worked at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and at the Consulate
General in Trieste (2012-2013). Today he writes books and lectures at the Faculty of State and European
Studies (Brdo pri Kranju) and at the European Faculty of Law in Nova Gorica. He is the rector of the New
University.
