Namen Studijskega predmeta je Studente
seznaniti s poglobljenim in kriti¢nim
vpogledom v folkloristiko in z razvoj ter
raziskovanje pripovednega izrocila in besedne
umetnosti, predvsem ljudskih pravljic,
povedk, pregovorov, ugank, epike in
nekaterih drugih Zanrov slovstvene folklore.
V okviru predmeta bodo poglobljeno in
kriticno obravnavane sledece vsebine:

1. Metodologije in predstavitev razli¢nih
teoretskih pristopov k raziskovanju in
interpretaciji pripovednega izrocila.

2. Zgodovina in razvoj slovenskega
pripovednega izrocCila v evropskem okviru.
Zbiranje in raziskovanje slovstvene folklore
od koncev 18. stoletja do danes.

3. Odrazanje kulture in kulturne dediscine,
predvsem Seg in ritualov ter verovanjskih
predstav, bajeslovja ter drugih oblik ljudske
kulture skozi pripovedno izrocilo.

4. UmetniSka funkcija in estetski vidik
besedne umetnosti in ustne komunikacije
tako v pripovedih kot kratkih folklornih
obrazcih.

5. Vloga, pomen in potencial nesnovne
kulturne dedis¢ine za prihodnost in razvoj
krajev in regij ter razlicnih (gospodarskih)
panog — aplikativna folkloristika.

Content (Syllabus outline):

The aim of this course is to present the in-depth
and critical insight into folkloristics as well as the
development and research of the narrative
tradition and verbal art, especially folktales,
legends, proverbs, riddles, epics, and other
genres of literary folklore.

The course shall critically search the following
topics:

1 Methodology and presentation of theoretical
approaches to the research and interpretation of
the narrative tradition.

2 The history and development of the Slovenian
narrative tradition in the European context.
Research and development of folklore from the
late 18™ century to the present.

3 Reflection of culture and cultural heritage,
particularly customs, rituals, beliefs, mythology,
and other forms of folk culture in the narrative
tradition.

4 Artistic function and aesthetics of verbal art and
oral communication in narratives and short
folklore genres like riddles and proverbs.

5 The role, meaning and potential of intangible
cultural heritage for the future and the
development of localities and regions, as well as
social and cultural institutions — applied
folkloristics.
