Vsebina:

Pri predmetu se bodo slusatelji na dodiplomski
ravni seznanili s temeljnimi znacilnostmi
zgodovinskega razvoja Slovencev in Evrope 19. in
20. stoletja. Spoznali bodo svetle in temne plati

Content (Syllabus outline):
The listeners of the subject will get acquainted on
undergraduate level with basic characteristic of the

historical development of Slovenes and Europe in 19th
and 20th Century. They will get to know the bright and




mejnikov zgodovinskega procesa dvestoletnega
obdobja, ko so se Slovenci izoblikovali v narod in
nacijo, in sicer v kontekstu evropske zgodovine.
Posebna pozornost bo namenjena njihovim
teZznjam po avtonomiji in zgodovinskemu razvoju
ideje o samostojni in neodvisni slovenski drzavi
ter procesu osamosvojitve. Studentje se bodo
seznanili z nacionalnimi programi ter nacrti in
Zeljami po ugodni razmejitvi (po prvi in drugi
svetovni vojni), obenem z zgodovino Slovencev na
obrobjih oziroma izven mej drZzave matic¢nega
naroda (slovenske manjsine), v emigraciji,
izseljenstvu in zdomstvu. Spoznali bodo tudi
najbolj relevantne evropske literarne in miselne
tokove, kakor tudi ideoloske delitve ter
totalitarne rezime, ki so zaznamovale zgodovino
19. in 20. stoletja, ter najpomembnejse
diplomatske in vojaske vidike, ki so vplivali na
razvoj slovenskega naselitvenega prostora.
Seznanili se bodo obenem z raznimi oblikami
upora in nepokorscin proti tuji oblasti
(protifasizem, odpornistvo med drugo svetovno
vojno). V okviru seminarskega dela bodo
Studentje izbrane posamezne probleme analizirali
v pisni obliki (seminarske naloge) ter svoje teze
predstavili in zagovarjali pred drugimi slusatelji
predmeta.

dark sides of the historical turning points of these 200
years, during which —in the context of European
history — the Slovenes formed their nation. Special
attention will be given to their aspirations for
autonomy and to the historical evolution of the idea
of an independent Slovenian state and the process of
emancipation. The students will get acquainted with
national programs, plans and requests for a favorable
demarcation (after the First and Second World Wars)
as well as with the history of Slovenes on the margins
and outside the borders of their national state
(Slovenian minorities), migrants and in emigration.
Furthermore, we will get to know the most relevant
literary and mental currents of the period in Europe,
ideological divisions and totalitarian regimes that
marked the history of 19th and 20th Century and the
most important diplomatic and military aspects that
influenced the development of the territory of the
Slovenian settlement as well. Moreover, the students
will get acquainted with different forms of rebellion
and disobedience against foreign authorities (Anti
Fascism, Resistance during World War Il). Within
seminar work the student will prepare a written
analysis (individual seminar) of selected problems,
present and argue their theses in front of other
listeners of the subject.

- the year 1848 in Europe and the Slovenian
revival (the program of United Slovenia, mass
meetings, formation of institutions of national
importance etc.);

- Austria-Hungary (1867-1918) and the cultural
and social development of Slovenes;

- unification of Italy (1861) and Germany
(1871);

- the Balkans 1878-1908 and 1912-1913;

- the development and modernization of
Europe at the end of 19" and the beginning of
20t Century;

- key characteristics of World War | (1914-1918)
and Slovenian requests (the May declaration
1917, declaration movement etc.);

- therevolution in Russia 1917;
